e Summer Basketball League — intense three-week league, where players will compete
against other kidsin their age group and ability levels

e Summer Basketball Camp —three day camp intended to provide a high level of instruction

e Exhibition Games — Varsity halftime will showcase some of our youth travel teams

e Two 7" and two 8™ Grade Teams — Increase participation at Junior High level

Not everything is geared toward the youth basketball players. One of our major efforts this winter
involves a complete refurbishment of the Varsity Basketball locker room. The new locker room
will feature custom-built solid wood individual lockers, fresh paint, a built-in entertainment center
for atelevision and stereo, arefrigerator, and anew floor.

Also, starting next summer all high school teams will be participating in afull schedule of
tournaments/ team camps/ leagues. Thisisacritical piece to ensure that the players are learning to
play basketball at a much higher level under the guidance of the coaching staff.
